This venue has strict protocols in place with regards to the artificial pitches. All teams, at 

some stage will be playing on the artificial pitches and only moulded studs are allowed 

on these 2 fields. No metal studs will be allowed on the artificial fields. All players need 

to ensure their boots are clean before entering these surfaces. Seddon Fields has 2 

artificial and 2 grass pitches. We are also using 2 grass pitches at Western Springs 
College, a short 100m walk. A copy of the turf rules is on our website. 

Technical / Coaching Staff 

Will also only be allowed to enter these artificial fields with moulded soles, no flat soles 

will be allowed. These rules will be strictly enforced. AFF have also requested that all 

technical / coaching personal are nominated on the team sheet in EnterNow. Anyone not 

named on the team sheet  will not be allowed in technical areas. Maximum of 2 Team 
Coaches/Managers will be allowed in any of the Technical areas. 

Food 

We will have food trucks vendors at the venue offering a selection of food that can be 

purchased daily during the tournament. We will also be offering drinks that can be 

purchased at the venue. Daily Team lunch orders are available.
